of Pleasant Crafts contained this recipe for delightfully fruity 

scratch-and-sniff stickers!

 1.	 Place your egg carton on top of newspaper. For each 
color, mix 1/8  teaspoon of drink mix with 1/8 teaspoon of water. 
Stir until each mixture is smooth. (Use one stirrer per color 
to avoid mixing scents or colors.)

2.	 On each label, use a crayon to draw an outline of a 
picture or design you want to paint. (We chose oranges, 
cherries, and pineapples to match our drink mixes.) Press 
down when you draw to make thick marks. 

3.	 Now paint your pictures. (it,
s OK to paint over the 

crayon because the paint and the wax from the crayon 
do not mix.) Let your artwork dry overnight. 	

4.	 When your stickers are completely dry, cut them out 
with scissors, then scratch and sniff!
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
